The project

A. Objective :	Initially focused on the integration and performance of the French language by allophones in the Horn of Africa, the European Francophone Center France-Horn of Africa (CEFFCA) has gradually also become interested in human development, thanks to the diaspora and the various governments of the countries of the Horn of Africa. CEFFCA's mission is to strengthen resilience in the face of stress linked to the lack of development in the fields of education, agriculture, livestock, access to water, health, housing, and finally, economic development through microcredit from the diaspora, governments, international donors, and finally private investment circles. It is by pooling their respective efforts and through careful, comprehensive, and individualized observation that these different actors will each play a role in the global orchestra of sustainable development rich in common sense. The Project




[bookmark: _bookmark0][bookmark: Résumé][bookmark: _Hlk530474815]The founders of the French-speaking European Center for the French-speaking Community of France and the Horn of Africa (CEFFCA) identified the enormous needs of vulnerable populations, particularly those living in exile in the Lyon metropolitan area and the Auvergne-Rhône-Alpes region, as well as the Horn of Africa diaspora.
Heavily affected by problems with public integration and the French language, these people from the Horn of Africa, and refugees in general, have experienced and are experiencing years of civil war, drought, and then massive, successive outbreaks of Covid-19. CEFFCA has no choice but to leverage available resources on the ground to combat poverty and strengthen resilience in the face of stress related to the lack of development for the entire local population living in exile in the Auvergne-Rhône-Alpes region. It also aims to support the farmers who remain in the region by providing them with rural development, focusing on water. The participants in this association are determined to support local initiatives aimed at encouraging access to the French language and social support for integration through employment and socio-professional integration into French society through social and local support and guidance.
Language is culture. Ultimately, teaching and interpreting French implies sharing a culture, and another civilization may be the polar opposite of our own. Biculturalism is not achieved overnight. It is either acquired from childhood, where one is immersed and sometimes even torn between the domestic culture found at home and the culture of the host country, which one encounters at school. Or it is through personal and sincere investment that one achieves biculturalism, or even assimilation into French society.
Our country, France, has every right to reinvent itself to allow every citizen and inhabitant of the Lyon metropolitan area and the Auvergne Rhône-Alpes region to take part in social, economic, and cultural life. Whether one is of French or foreign origin, every human being is different and inspires a better life, regardless of their origin status. Everyone is different and has a unique story within them. We must accept and recognize these differences and not be afraid of them in order to allow everyone to fully achieve their potential through equality, legality, and fraternity.
The aim is, through linguistic mediation and local and rural integration, to enable the most vulnerable to intervene on their behalf, to enable them to have access to their basic rights (social, civic, economic, health, cultural, legal, etc.). Reviving democracy is the task of CEFFCA through conflict management, interpretation, translation, administrative support and integration through employment. We are also in permanent contact through our members and residents of the agglomeration through support and guidance towards public bodies in the context of interpretation and translation: We will cite some examples of our interventions. The CAF (submission of files, RSA application, activity bonus, etc.), the Maison de Métropole (general public assistance with priority given to social and health services), the CPAM (application for CMU, application for the Carte Vitale, etc.), the Prefecture (application for renewal of residence permit, application for naturalization, change of permit, appointment scheduling, application for minor accompaniment, renewal of asylum certificate, etc.) OFPRA (asylum application, writing of their life stories). Searching for lawyers with the Maison de Justice for appeals to the courts. La Poste: support for account opening applications, interpretation, etc. Pôle Emploi: support for registration, training. Town Hall: Request for Civil Status documents, Municipal Police, community life. In addition, the digital diagnosis to teach them about mobility in their searches on digital applications.
In fact, it's nothing more and nothing less than providing a place for residents in distress to live, giving meaning (both literally and figuratively) to their self-worth, their strength, and their ability to address life's problems, through interpretation and translation, before focusing on learning the French language. It's also about increasing opportunities for meetings between citizens and their elected officials, between residents and public and economic authorities.
.
As an association, we often participate in poorly defined projects or meetings without always incorporating the right methodological tools (where do we start and with whom do we end the three-way project (resident, public authority, and mediation agent).
The association's goal is to guide these three stakeholders in gathering information so that each is an active participant in their own endeavor and not a passive agent.
But for adults arriving in France late, the task is all the more difficult because the memory and language comprehension aspects are already occupied by their native culture. Hence the implementation of adapted French as a Foreign Language (FLE) tools, preferably audio and visual. When taught to non-French speakers for cultural, professional, or tourism purposes, FLE is distinct from French as a Second Language (FSL) and literacy training, although they share the same field of research and sometimes even the same teachers.
For our adults, we wish to distinguish several types of structures that aim for equality between women and men in access to education and information.
To ensure the quality of teaching in these structures, since 2007, the Ministries of National Education, Higher Education and Research, Foreign Affairs, Culture, and Communication have launched the FLE Quality Label. With four evaluation criteria: reception and accommodation, quality of courses and teaching, premises and management. The aim is to provide social mediation, guidance and advice between specialized structures (CCAS, CPAM, Social Assistance, prefecture, post office, local mission, justice center, CCAS, etc.) and not to replace these venerable institutions.
The East African population is estimated at a thousand families in the Lyon metropolitan area and more in the Auvergne Rhône-Alpes region, all of whom need to learn the French language. Hence the idea of comprehensive support and breaking down barriers to issues related to their immigration. Indeed, from their countries of origin, the CEFFCA also strives to provide comfort to their loved ones who remain in their country by advocating for ecological agriculture, sustainable livestock farming, efficient management and sharing of water resources, the use of renewable energy, access to better health and quality education. Endogenous and inclusive economic development is the main objective of the participants and members of the French-speaking European Center France-Horn of Africa, the group having one primary objective: to prevent further emigration of the populations who remain there and to ensure complete integration for those who are accepted to settle on our national territory.

The aim of the French-speaking European Center for France and the Horn of Africa (CEFFCA) project is to ultimately strengthen the resilience of the population, primarily from the Lyon metropolitan area and the Horn of Africa region, to the stress associated with the lack of development, and to facilitate their integration into their host countries.
Combating poverty and vulnerability, CEFFCA will ultimately work with all farmers in the Horn of Africa. The primary goal is to foster social integration by reducing the socioeconomic divide of rural communities in this region who have fled their homeland.
CEFFCA's main goal is to reintegrate those furthest removed from the 21st-century human development movement while preserving the cultural and social specificities of each local community to limit the need for emigration to Europe.
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As mentioned above, one of the main actions of the CEFFCA is the learning of the French language for refugees and city dwellers mainly from the Horn of Africa and the Auvergne Rhône-Alpes region as well as social mediation with public authorities and the socio-economic world for their integration in France.
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Beyond the economic and institutional context, the local population of the Horn of Africa is experiencing real difficulties integrating into France and using the French language on a daily basis, thus achieving economic and social integration. This is all the more evident among those born in France and their parents.
The latter fled successive wars and struggled with years of consecutive droughts, including water shortages that brought the population to its knees. The resulting food insecurity drove both livestock and humans to thirst, hunger, and exile, primarily to Europe and the Persian Gulf countries.
The population, leaving or selling their remaining livestock, took refuge in camps and cities before migrating to the deserts, primarily seeking to reach Europe. The main route is from Ethiopia to Libya, via Sudan and then Italy, and they are mainly heading towards Western and Northern European countries.
At a time when political discourse focuses on immigration in Europe, few citizens consider the source of these movements, which are linked to food and health insecurity and the hemorrhage of African labor.
With the decimated herd, malnutrition and shortages are worsening every year. Seasonal rains are insufficient, the vulnerability of arable land, the poor health of livestock, and the pitiful management of local authorities are largely responsible for the humanitarian and health disaster that is leading to the near disappearance of a thousand-year-old agro-pastoral culture.


OBJECTIVE


The mission of the French-speaking European Center France-Horn of Africa (CEFFCA) is to bring or strengthen the French language to immigrants, but also to support them in all their administrative procedures with the authorities and public companies. It is by having and bringing a holistic view that the CEFFCA fights against poverty and vulnerability. The main objective of the CEFFCA is to first promote the resources available on site, encourage access to the French language for good social integration for those who are already in France and Europe before focusing once the learning of the French language is developed on integration through employment and socio-professional integration.


DEFINITION OF NEEDS

CEFFCA will prioritize the immigrant population residing in the Lyon and Auvergne Rhône-Alpes regions, providing them with linguistic support and social mediation.
Whether it's a one-day personal project or a more complex urban project, CEFFCA's methodology is to accumulate and capitalize on the results before applying them to other variables.
The conditions for citizens to join the project were defined by France-Médiation in its white paper on professional practices in social mediation and training. Thus, to move from the idea to the realization of a project, France-Médiation has outlined the framework to support projects for greater success and buy-in from all stakeholders (residents, social mediators, public authorities). 

According to France-Médiation, needs are identified before an assessment is carried out to:
- Verify whether the project meets a demand or need (relevance/opportunities)
- Verify the project's strengths and areas of concern
- Verify whether the project is feasible or whether it deserves to be amended or adjusted (feasibility)
- Find new ideas to avoid stalemates (creativity) so as not to hit a "wall."
At this stage, our association must define the project, and the social mediator must ensure that the project:
* Meets a purpose, what the project will contribute to
* Define the feasibility of the project, from the method agreement to the feasibility study (one day or over several years)
* Develop an action plan.
* After the feasibility study, according to France-Médiation, an action plan must be developed that specifies "not only the technical specifications of the project, but also the human and material costs of its implementation and the associated deadlines."
The project's implementation, monitoring, and improvement must be the operational phase, where we focus on internal and external communication, updating the schedule, and the human and material costs associated with each project, from the smallest to the largest long-term project for the population benefiting from our support.

VARIATIONS OF THE PROJECT
	
Support through language: Learning French

This population faces significant challenges in integrating into employment, vocational training, and housing in the greater Lyon metropolitan area and the Auvergne Rhône-Alpes region. Reading and responding to a simple text message proves to be an insurmountable challenge for many. This is why the CEFFCA's primary objective is to support these displaced individuals and families by doing everything possible to help them by opening a French language learning center.
For those who have chosen to remain in France, their integration through the French language is essential. From those who miss out on a job due to a lack of French language proficiency to those who fail to secure housing due to not reading their guidance documents correctly, to those who miss out on training due to a problem deciphering their letters, there are many examples of people missing out on opportunities for integration through employment, training, or housing that will be discussed here.

With the support of a FLE teacher, users will be able to benefit from learning French as a Foreign Language (FLE) from levels A1 to B2 to learn how to read, understand, and write correctly in French. Courses are also personalized by administering a placement test to structure learners according to their level. Despite the goodwill we have received to teach the language to allophones, it is mainly a question of having an approved teacher to provide them with the certificates necessary for their successful integration in the event of hiring, passing their driving test or more generally for their socio-economic integration.


The social mediator: social support

Here we lay down the main principles. The creation of FLE courses has greatly encouraged the target audience to want to emancipate themselves and take charge of their own destiny. This is an example of avoiding demands placed on others. We also want to create a digital mediator position. The digital mediator helps individuals master the tool and seeks to develop its use once they have mastered the French language. In addition to the social mediator, who will be present at all levels because they are involved in socio-economic and cultural integration, the digital mediator and the FLE teacher are part of the integration process, but on a limited timescale. For the CEFFCA, empowering users to take charge of their own needs and their own destiny is a fundamental principle of the new cooperation between the population and socio-economic administrations.

The CEFFCA previously approached each issue in isolation. After three years of existence, we realized that our automatic responses were completely ineffective. We are not alone in becoming aware, as it has become clear that the public administration and users themselves deeply feel this need for breaking down barriers. Only the social mediator is capable of prioritizing solutions. For example, an individual who has health problems but feels obliged to work and who has no professional training (without even addressing the issue of the French language), the mediator will clarify, with the user's consent, the importance of care first, of professional training before undertaking the search for work. This realization that the compartmentalization of each problem in relation to the others was ineffective was collective. The difficulties are linked to each other.
CEFFCA's intervention can hardly be effective if its approach to addressing difficulties is compartmentalized. Indeed, it is clear that difficulties are interconnected and that the intervention of CEFFCA and its local partners must be comprehensive and systemic.
The project's programming encompasses several timescales. First, it appears that the perspective and understanding of each problem must be placed in its overall context. This global perspective must be framed in space and time. For example, the difficulties observed in a newly arrived immigrant are hardly comparable to those of someone who is already fluent in French. The consideration and comprehensive upstream funding that addresses the constraints linked to the source of each difficulty must be systematic.
We gained these experiences when we were a de facto association and only intervened in the most alarming refugee problems.
This project and the mobilization of upstream investments appear to be the most effective solution possible. The impact of each intervention thus becomes sustainable over time.
For greater effectiveness, the overall perspective must not obscure the specific nature of each challenge. Therefore, the CEFFCA, in consultation with local stakeholders, has decided to spread out over five years the resolution of major obstacles related to the lack of socioeconomic, health, educational, and cultural development, not only for refugees but also for the residents of the City and Greater Lyon.
Looking back at this project, we are attempting to address social integration issues and provide comprehensive psychological support related to their origins and the land that their elders have left. We are also initiating micro-integration projects (such as acquiring French nationality for an individual) as well as broader projects such as rehousing families who have suffered a fatal fire, as was the case in Vaux-en-Vélin, where three-quarters of the dead were of Somali origin on December 11, 2022.
Social mediation has three approaches, based on a digital mediator:
1. A palliative approach: repairing the dysfunction of community life and managing crisis or tension situations.
2. A preventive approach: being present on a daily basis and raising awareness to prevent such dysfunctions from occurring.
3. A proactive approach: contributing to prospective analysis on the social development of territories and adapting public policy responses. The mediator intervenes "in between" and not "on behalf of" with two guiding principles:
* Reach out to the user, to help them identify their needs and initiate a mediation process
* Work with the beneficiary and not in their place, to empower them as much as possible in the process, based on their autonomy
We could summarize that social mediation is a process of creating and repairing social ties and resolving everyday conflicts. An impartial and independent third party attempts to help improve relationships or resolve conflicts between individuals or institutions by organizing exchanges.

Local development: rural support

1 The intended impact of this project is to contribute to efforts to ensure water security and disaster resilience, recover from the effects of drought, improve livelihoods, and support economic recovery by providing significant expertise and an up-to-date diagnosis.
2 The overall goal of the project is to improve water resource management and mobilize expertise for the water sector. Specifically, the project will:
i.i Prepare a comprehensive water management plan for the region
i.i Develop bankable projects and programs for financing
i.i.i Reduce some of the impacts of drought and build capacity through the implementation of priority rehabilitation works
3 The project's expected outcomes are:
Mobilization of financing to implement planned downstream investments; Proper functioning of water institutions capable of sustainably managing water resources, in accordance with water resource management plans

CONCLUSION

This project aims to support refugees and asylum seekers in their integration. It also aims to contribute to rural development by providing access to water for farmers in the Horn of Africa.
Language mediation and integration activities are complementary in space (Africa-France) and time (short-term or long-term projects). However, they are all the more complex because their activities are multifaceted. Furthermore, each action must be accounted for thanks to the clarity and visibility of training and social mediation activities.
A society without conflict does not exist. But conflicts, however threatening, can, paradoxically, prove constructive.
These professions, such as social mediators, French as a Foreign Language (FLE) trainers, and rural support workers, necessarily have strengths that need to be strengthened and areas for improvement. Each of these mediation services is aimed at residents of the city and metropolitan area of Lyon and the Auvergne Rhône-Alpes region, those of East African origin, and farmers from the Horn of Africa. These residents have the right to know how the resources mobilized by public authorities, local authorities, and public enterprises are used. Not only is evaluation necessary, but it is equally crucial to sustain all these mediation activities, deemed essential by the CEFFCA's Disciplinary Council. Continuous evaluation must be carried out with qualitative statistics and urban observatories, because, to be recognized, these professions must constantly evolve and monitor the quality of the services provided to all socio-economic partners.
By intervening globally, the CEFFCA aims to initiate any project or participate in social, rural, health, economic, and legal initiatives by providing guidance and advice through mediation and training.
Conflicts, tensions, and constructive misunderstandings can also be transformed into a desire for potential development. A mediation approach based on human rights facilitates the building of fairer relationships.
The CEFFCA previously approached each issue in isolation. After three years of existence, we realized that our automatic responses were completely ineffective. We are not alone in this realization, as it has become clear that both the public administration and users themselves deeply feel this need for breaking down barriers. Only a social mediator is capable of prioritizing solutions. For example, for an individual with health problems who feels compelled to work and has no professional training (without even addressing the issue of the French language), the mediator will, with the user's consent, clarify the importance of first seeking care and professional training before undertaking a job search. 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Our actions
The CEFFCA's mission is to welcome, accommodate, and support asylum seekers who have come to seek refuge in France and are seeking protection under the Geneva Convention of July 28, 1951, subsidiary protection, and stateless person status. The CEFFCA, along with our local partners, supports asylum seekers from their initial reception to their permanent settlement on French territory, including administrative and legal support for those whose asylum applications have been rejected. Asylum seekers are received there with a view to their passage through the one-stop shop, which is the prefecture and the OFII (French Office for Integration and Immigration).
Integration
The CEFFCA works with local and national partners to optimize the conditions of access to the French language, housing, professional training and employment for asylum seekers who have been granted refugee status. The French-speaking European Center for the Horn of Africa (CEFFCA) also acts within the framework of the national AGIR program (Global and Individualized Support for Refugees) set up by the Ministry of the Interior by attempting to respond to calls for tender.L’Etat de droit
CEFFCA is fully committed to defending fundamental human rights and the rule of law in the countries of the Horn of Africa. The Center is involved in the exile routes of future refugees from the Horn of Africa, without, however, omitting the reasons for this exile because the flouting of the rule of law throughout the Horn of Africa is no secret. Focusing on the rule of law, CEFFCA accompanies and supports initiatives for the promotion, protection, and defense of the rights of vulnerable people who are victims of authoritarian regimes in the Horn of Africa.Les droits des minorités

Health care
While all asylum seekers are eligible for medical care in France, the CEFFCA focuses primarily on mental health. Indeed, for many asylum seekers or refugees, particularly those from the Horn of Africa (Somalia, Ethiopia, Eritrea, Djibouti), the journey of exile has been accompanied by violence, generating physical and often psychological trauma.
Accommodation

According to Forum-Refugiés, the people hosted by the association are seeking 	protection from France under the Geneva Convention of July 28, 1951, 	subsidiary protection, their statelessness status, and, since 2022, temporary 	protection. Forum-Refugiés intervenes during the initial reception and in 	supported accommodation centers. In 2022, the association directly managed 	five initial reception centers for asylum seekers (SPADA), in Clermont-Ferrand, 	Lyon, Marseille, Nice, and Toulon, and led a solidarity group bringing together 	associations that manage six other SPADA in Auvergne-Rhône-Alpes.
Asylum seekers are received there for their passage through the 	prefecture-OFII one-stop shop (GU). Those of them – the vast majority – 	who are not referred by the OFII to dedicated accommodation during their 	passage through the GU, benefit from administrative, social and legal 	support in SPADA. Since its creation in 1982, Forum réfugiés has managed 	supported accommodation centers: a Transit center in the Rhône, 	reception centers for asylum seekers (CADA), reception and situation 	assessment centers (CAES), emergency accommodation centers for asylum 	seekers (HUDA) and temporary accommodation centers (CPH), in nine 	metropolitan departments. Since 2020, the association has managed 29 	places dedicated to women victims of violence and/or human trafficking.
